• At least 17 years of age by July 1 this year 
• Current Standard First Aid and CPR-C 
• Participation in 100% of the YMCA Camps summer training 
• NLS or Bronze Cross, Basic Solo Paddler’s, Advanced First Aid, and other outdoor activity 

certifications are assets 
• Completion of volunteer documentation with criminal record check

Demonstrate a positive outlook and attitude regarding: Commitment to the YMCA's mission and 
core values, communication with others, concern for health and safety, initiative, teamwork, and 
strong work ethic.
